Guidelines for FOSP funding applications

Funds raised by FOSP are to enable the school to pay for events, activities, projects or equipment outside the normal (core) school budget. This is to ensure that the basic requirements for the education of children are not reliant on FOSP funds, which cannot be guaranteed.

In special circumstances, a core item that would ordinarily be funded by the normal school budget could be considered for FOSP funding if it can be justified in accordance with the FOSP constitution, based on the particular circumstances at the time.  Any such approval given would not however form a precedent.

The FOSP committee need to be satisfied that funds are allocated in an effective way that will benefit and support the children; and they will also need to give consideration to funds being spread evenly across the key stages, different academic areas, and extra-curricular activities and interests.

Using this form and the following steps, the aim is to streamline the funding request process both for the School and the FOSP committee.

Steps for funding requests:

· and the request form must be completed, signed, and dated on behalf of the school
· Completed forms should be passed to the FOSP Treasurer, either in person or by email.
· Each request will be considered at the next scheduled FOSP committee meeting – meeting dates will be communicated to the school office as far in advance as possible
· The FOSP committee will respond to each request either (i) approving it, (ii) declining, or (iii) with queries/requests for further information 
· All requests need to be approved by a majority of the FOSP committee before funding can be confirmed.

Each request for funding will be considered on an individual basis, and successful requests should not be seen as setting a precedent.
